Please bring this packet with you to your first meeting with your 
Wedding Coordinator 
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There are a great number of details and many people involved in planning a wedding. 
the function of your Wedding Coordinator is to supervise the details of the ceremony as 
they relate to Church Staff and facility considerations. 
 
Your Wedding Coordinator will contact you within one week following formal scheduling 
of your wedding (requiring Pastoral approval), and deposit required by Grace. At that 
point your wedding date will be confirmed on the Church calendar. The Coordinator is 
responsible for facilitating preparation and fulfillment of all wedding details in cooperation 
with the couple. Her services include: 
 
� Meeting with couple for initial review of wedding plans and procedures. Follow-up 

meeting 6 weeks before the wedding/ and availability to coordinate the rehearsal 
and ceremony. 

 
� Assisting with facility preparation for the ceremony (not the reception) 

 
� Accessing the facility (for florist, family and caterers, including items for the 

reception) 
 
� Submission of necessary forms for the ceremony (requests for each room and 

sound Technician) 
 
� Directing the rehearsal and being in attendance for the wedding 

 
 
You may request a specific Wedding Coordinator or the Church will assign one. The 
Wedding Coordinator will answer any questions you may have regarding the Church 
facility.  We ask that you not directly contact the Church Office, our Technical 
Services Staff or the Custodial Staff at any time regarding the specifics of your 
wedding day. Your Coordinator will be your primary contact for all wedding details. Your 
Wedding Coordinator and a custodian will be present in the building for the duration of 
your wedding and reception.

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We have a Marriage Covenant that we ask you to sign when you meet with the pastor 
that will be marrying you. (copy included in back) 

 

 

The couple’s requirements/ based on the Marriage Agreement that we, at Grace 
Community Church honor are as follows: 
 

1. Call the church office to check the calendar for the date you have chosen. 

2. Arrange for a pastor to do the ceremony. 

3. Fill out a building reservation form. 

4. Set up a time to take the marriage Inventory (a 45 minute test) that we require you to 

take.  The cost is $35 with the check made out to Life Innovations.  When we receive 

the inventory results back, we will set you up with a couple that will mentor you prior 

to the wedding. 

5. Attend the Marriage Class offered every year in the winter. 
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You will meet with the Pastor performing the ceremony for items that pertain to the actual 

ceremony.  The coordinator of marriage mentor couples will closely match the wedding 

couple with a husband and wife who are specially trained to counsel and answer 

questions during your courtship and during the first year of your marriage. The 

prospective bride and groom will answer a questionnaire that will give the marriage 

mentors an understanding of areas of focus for discussion. This is part of our 

commitment to healthy marriages and lasting relationships.  A mentor couple usually 

meets with the couple 6-8 times before the wedding. 
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Communion can be a "wonderful and very special addition to your 
wedding ceremony If you choose to include communion in your 
ceremony please let the pastor know.  Some couples just want 
communion for themselves.  In this case, the bread and juice will 
be provided. If you should desire to have a communion service 
include the entire Wedding Party and guests you will need to 
provide the bread and juice. Please inform your Pastor of your 
desires well in advance of your wedding day. 
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Your Wedding Coordinator will assist in your choice of 
music for the wedding and reception if you like. Please 
keep in mind that certain lyrics or styles of music may not 
be appropriate for a Church ceremony. The choice of 
musician and vocalist are left to the discretion of the bride. 
When music tracks are used, those portions of the ceremony will not be recorded due to 
copyright regulations. If the bridal party presents a letter of, permission from the 
publishing company, the music may be recorded. 

 

The Church will not prerecord music to be played during the ceremony. Any prerecorded 
music is the responsibility of the bridal party and cannot be done at the Church. 
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If you would like to use the Church's grand piano for your 
wedding day, your Coordinator will make your request known to 
our Worship Department.  The Church's grand piano is regularly 
tuned. However, if your pianist determines the necessity for the 
piano to be tuned prior to your ceremony, the Church's piano 
tuner will be contracted at the expense of the Wedding Party. A 
check for the cost of tuning the piano ($80) must accompany 
your request for tuning. Please notify your Coordinator of your 
intentions no later than one month prior to your wedding day.
